Type of Victim

on a separate line.  If victim is a "Structured Group or Organization" (code 73), do not 
enter any victim demographics. 

Victim(s) Demographics

The Hate Crime Incident Reports provide data to the Division of Criminal Justice Services on hate crimes that occur in 
your jurisdiction.  Agencies must report a hate crime when it appears that the offender's actions were motivated, in 
whole or in part, by a bias towards the victim.  Use the attached Hate Crime Penal Law Reference Table to identify 
crimes that may involve a bias motivation.  Submit the completed form with your monthly UCR or IBR crime report.

Enter all known demographics for each offender on a separate line.  Leave blank if 
offender is unknown.
